Follow Route 93 South to Manchester, NH and take the exit for 101 West to Bedford/Milford. Continue to follow signs for
101 West to the exit for 101A Milford/Nashua. Bear right off the exit ramp onto 101A East towards Nashua. At the first set
of traffic lights turn left onto Route 122 and take your immediate right onto Stearns Road. Continue to the end of Stearns
Road and turn left onto Boston Post Road. Souhegan High School is on the right.

From the West

Follow Route 101 East to the exit for 101A Milford/Nashua. Bear right off the exit ramp onto 101A East towards Nashua. At
the first set of traffic lights turn left onto Route 122 and take your immediate right onto Stearns Road. Continue to the end
of Stearns Road and turn left onto Boston Post Road. Souhegan High School is on the right.

From the South:
